SENSATIONAL BLIND MURDER CRACKED 

 

With the arrest of two juvenile delinquents, the sensational blind murder case 

of Mettupalayam Police Station has been solved. 

 

On 20.03.2018, a case of 'Murder' was registered at Mettupalayam Police 

Station on the complaint of Smt. Sarala @ Nallammal, r/o Nesavalar Quarters, 

Shanmugapuram, Puducherry that her husband Ravi (aged 45 years) was found dead 

with head injuries in front of a Groceries Shop at Manicka Chettiar Nagar, 

Shanmugapuram. The investigation of the case was taken up in the right earnest 

under the leadership of SP(North) Dr. Rachna Singh, who led the team, comprising 

of Circle Inspector Thangamani, Inspector/STF Karthikeyan, SI/STF Ramesh, Sis 

Inian, Kumar & Veeraputhiran and Men of Mettupalayam Circle and STF. 

 

The Police team deployed sources in the area and extensively examined the 

witnesses and locals. The tactful and sincere efforts revealed the real motive for 

the murder and finally, the Police team located the accused persons, who were on 

the run across Puducherry and Tamilnadu areas. On 22.03.18, the Police team laid 

separate traps and two juvenile delinquents of the same locality have been arrested. 

The duo confessed to their crime. 

 

The confession revealed that the deceased Ravi, being a daily-wage labourer, 

was a drunkard and used to quarrel with his neighbours when he consumes liquor. 

Similarly, he had a duel with the aunt of one of the juvenile delinquent last month. 

This enraged him to kill the deceased Ravi. On the day of incident, i.e., 19.03.18 - 

night, when both the juvenile delinquents after consuming liquor, were returning 

back to their home. On the way, they found the deceased Ravi lying in drunken 

condition near a Grocery Shop at Manicka Chettiar Nagar, Shanmugapuram. 

Immediately, the juvenile delinquent conspired with his juvenile friend to kill Ravi. 

The duo killed Ravi by causing grievous injuries on his head & face with bricks. 

 

The confession led to the recovery of a Motor-cycle and blood-stained bricks 

& clothes. 
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
